Election ï Chief and Council called for a general election under the Indian Act, with nominations being held 

by mail in and on reserve on January 22, 2011, with an election date of March 12, 2011.  Confirmed          

nominations  are available on the website and in the newsletter.  Results  of the election in March  will  be     

announced and posted on the website.  

 

Chief and Council and staff returned to regular business on  January 4, 2011 and have a busy schedule ahead 

over the next several months.  

 

Finances ï funding, cashflow and bank accounts/reserves are sufficient to satisfy current expenditures and 

continue to provide benefits to members. Year end is fast approaching including the preparation of annual   

operating budgets for the next fiscal period. 

 

Member Benefits ï The First Nation has distributed $1,113,000 directly to members from the Boundary 

Claim Settlement Corporate Trust and Casino Rama accounts for the period from April to December 2010. 

MFN continues to process claims as quickly as possible.  

 

MFN Community Trust administers its own benefit programs.  

 

Community Services ï A  two week Solar Panel installation training course was conducted on reserve and 

had nine members in attendance, space was limited to ten.  Other initiatives being planned include a Youth 

Health Career Fair, open to members and the schools, a Celebration of Women excursion, with on and off   

reserve attendance with space limited to ten through our funded on reserve programming.  Recommendations 

and planning will be in the works for the Language conference and the First Nation contributes within its 

budgets so there is annual representation. The Planning Committee will be working on this yearôs Youth and 

Elders Gathering and Pow Wow for early August. Applications for funding in support of the event have been 

submitted to various funding agencies for consideration.  

 

Economic and Business Services ï Pending government policy and decisions regarding renewable energy 

and the regional/provincial economy, some of the projects including Dore Falls are in a hold/maintain mode at 

this time, including several partnership initiatives.    MFN has continued to support members in training      

initiatives as approved within budgets and additional jobs have been secured in both the mining and drilling 

industries by members as a result of approved sponsored training programs. Our budgets for this past fiscal 

year for training are just about exhausted and new budgets will require the approval of Chief and Council in 

the 2011-2012 fiscal year.   

 

Our new phone system (IP technology) is being introduced and we have experienced a few sound issues, so 

please bear with us if you experience any difficulty in getting in touch. 

 

We wish a speedy recovery to several of  our staff members who have undergone surgery over the past few 

months.  We look forward to seeing their happy faces soon.  We miss you.
