Ministry of Health COVID-19 Vaccine Third Dose Recommendations Either Moderna or Pfizer vaccines may be used as
a third or booster dose (regardless of which COVID-19 vaccine was used in the primary series).

Booster Eligibility:
First Nation, Inuit and Métis adults (18+), and their non-Indigenous adult household members are
eligible for immunization if at least 24 weeks have passed since their second dose.

Below are the other eligible groups:

. Individuals aged 70 and over (born in 1951 or earlier);

. Health care workers and designated essential caregivers in congregate settings
(including long-term care home and retirement home staff and designated caregivers);

. Individuals who received a complete series of a viral vector vaccine (two doses of the
AstraZeneca vaccine or one dose of the Janssen vaccine); and

. People who live in a retirement home

. People who live in congregate settings such as assisted-living facilities, chronic care

hospitals, long-term care homes, First Nation elder care lodges and congregate
seniors apartment buildings

. People with moderate or severe primary immunodeficiency
. Transplant recipients
. Patients with hematological cancers

. Recipients of an anti-CD20 agent
