Energy retrofits could include installing better windows, doors, improving
insulation, upgrading to a more efficient furnace or adding solar panels.

Applicants need to make sure a Pre- and Post-retrofit EnerGuide
evaluation gets completed — by an NRCan registered energy advisor —
before and after completing their retrofit upgrades. The evaluation helps
the homeowner choose which retrofits make the most sense.

Homeowners would be allowed to get up to $5,000 for
energy-efficient retrofits to their main homes, as well as
another $600 to help with home energy evaluations.
